D C-2P ....... Canoe ........... 2 Persons, non-aluminum, non-racer, min weight 50 lbs. 

E C-2A ...... Canoe ........... 2 Persons over 40 yrs., Master Class, any boat, non-racer . 

F C-2M ...... Canoe ........... 2 Male 17 yrs. or older, aluminum only. 

G C-2W...... Canoe ........... 2 Women 17 yrs. or older, any boat, non-racer. 

H C-MC ..... Canoe ........... Mixed Class 17 yrs. or older, Male & Female, any boat, non-racer. 

I C-2F ....... Canoe ........... Family, 1 over 17 yrs. & 1 under 17 yrs. (related), any boat, non-racer. 

J C-SC ...... Canoe ........... Service Clubs or Organizations (i.e.; Elks, Legion, Rotary, Boy/Girl Scouts). 

K C-CC ...... Canoe ........... Competition Cruising - Racing Canoes (see Rule 5 below). 

L K-1S ....... Kayak ............ 1 Male,………….. max length 13'2". 

M K-1L ....... Kayak ............ 1 Male,………….. over 13'2". 

N K-1W...... Kayak ............ 1 Woman, any length. 

O K-2P ....... Kayak ............ 2 Persons, male and/or female. 

P K-JR ...... Kayak ............ 1- Male or Female under 14 yrs. of age. 

Q     K-1SM......Kayak………..1- Male over 40yrs, Master Class, max length 13’2”

 *** IMPORTANT RULES *** 
 

1)  Every contestant MUST wear a COAST GUARD APPROVED LIFE PRESERVER at ALL times in every race. 
 

2)  NO alcoholic beverages or glass containers will be allowed in the canoes. 
 

3)  All boat classifications are at the discretion of the Race Committee. 
 

4)  A participant is eligible to win only one award per Class. 
 

5)  Competition Cruising:  all boats designed for flat-water or white-water racing, NO pro-boats allowed, max length 18'6", width at 

4" water line at least 0.14375 X length, two persons per boat. 
 

6)  All boats must have ample flotation to prevent the boat from sinking if capsized (Styrofoam, air chambers, etc). 

NO double-blade paddles allowed in any canoe race class.  NO rudders or steering devices allowed on any boat except the 

Kayak Classes. 
 

7)  RENTAL BOATS should be in by 5:00pm, Please plan you race day accordingly 

 

8)  ANY VIOLATION OF THE ABOVE RULES IS AUTOMATIC DISQUALIFACATION
